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Welcome to the Hiram’s Highway 
Improvement Stage 2 Newsletter –
September 2008 Issue.  In this Newsletter, 
we have provided information on the 
progress of the public consultation and other 
relevant information.  We welcome comments 
and enquiries from the general public and 
interested parties.
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Exhibition of the comments gathered during the first round of public consultation was held in the lobby of 
Sai Kung Government Offices from 12 June 2008 to 31 July 2008.  In addition, the 48 view cards received 
have been complied as a booklet and displayed with the exhibition.  The contents of the exhibition are now 
available for viewing on the study website.
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Taking into account the comments gathered 
during the first round of public consultation, we 
developed a number of improvement concepts 
for further consultation in the Second Public 
Forum.  These were based on the 4 main 
considerations of road safety, road capacity, 
land matters and tree preservation in achieving 3 
different objectives for short term, medium term 
and long term improvements.
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Short Term :
Upgrade road 
safety standard 
and satisfy daily 
capacity
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Medium Term : Satisfy weekend capacity and the increasing traffic flow 
due to anticipated new development which will be completed by 2021
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Long Term : Cater for the anticipated new development which will be 
completed after 2021

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� Concept 1: Localised Road Improvement –
improve/add lay-bys and improve junctions’
layout;

� Concept 2: Single 2-lane Improvement –
widen existing carriageway to standard 
width, incorporate footpath and improve 
horizontal & vertical alignments and sight 
distance;

� Concept 3: Single 3-lane Improvement –
widen existing carriageway between Pak 
Wai and Fuk Man Road to standard single 
3-lane road including 2 traffic lanes for 
Kowloon bound and 1 traffic lane for Sai
Kung bound;

� Concept 4: Dual 2-lane Improvement –
widen existing carriageway between Pak 
Wai and Fuk Man Road to standard dual 2-
lane road;

� Concept 5: Pak Wai to Sha Ha By-pass 
Tunnel – construct a single 2-lane by-pass 
tunnel of approx. 3.4 kilometers in length 
linking Pak Wai and Sha Ha;

� Concept 6: Pak Wai to Tai Chung Hau By-
pass Tunnel – construct a single 2-lane by-
pass tunnel of approx. 1.3 kilometers in 
length linking Pak Wai and Tai Chung Hau, 
and widen existing carriageway between 
Tai Chung Hau and Fuk Man Road to 
standard dual 2-lane road;

� Concept A: Sai Kung Town Underpass –
construct a single 2-lane underpass of 
approx. 260 meters in length at Po Tung 
Road near Sai Kung Town and narrow 
existing carriageway to accommodate 
wider footpath.
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Hiram’s Highway Improvement – The Second 
Public Forum was held on Saturday 12 July 2008 in 
the Sai Kung Jockey Club Town Hall.  It provided 
valuable input for the investigation of this project.  A 
total of 217 participants attended the forum.
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In the first part of the forum, we reported the progress of public consultation, presented sustainable 
development issues, reviewed & responded to the major views collected and presented the improvement 
concepts.  In the second part, participants shared their opinions on each improvement concept.  We 
gathered the views from the participants through group discussion.

To enable all participants to express their opinions on the 
improvement concepts, View Cards were distributed during the Public 
Forum.  If the general public and interested parties have any 
comments, they can also download a softcopy of View Card from our 
study website and return by 22 August 2008, in order to facilitate our 
analysis.
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Following the Second Public Forum, we are examining the different and variety comments received, and 
will prepare the details of the improvement concepts for further assessment.  Any further information will 
be advised later.  We will further consult District Council and the public if necessary.
